Increases maximum percentage of tax that governing body of city or county may impose on sale
of marijuana items.

HB 2343 B
Authorizes governing body of enterprise zone sponsor to adopt resolution suspending enterprise
zone employment requirements otherwise imposed on authorized business firms for either or both
of property tax years beginning on July 1, 2021, and July 1, 2022.
